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David Taylor became a Visiting Professor at the School in 1996. In the summer of 2000 he was appointed Professor of Pharmaceutical and Public Health Policy, a post he was able to take up early in 2001. 

During the last half of 2000 David and his colleagues in the Centre for Practice and Policy prepared a programme plan with two main themes. These are health and health care improvement, and the pharmaceutical industry in society. Initial priorities include a survey of primary care development in London, and work on the introduction of the strategy contained in Pharmacy in the Future - Implementing the NHS Plan. The pharmaceutical and public health policy programme will support pharmacists in extending their professional roles, and achieving improvements in both individual and community health. 

Professor Taylor’s research interests also include the impact of economic and quality management theory on health care policy and delivery, the changing nature of professionalism in the health sector, and issues relating to science policy and the ethical responsibilities of pharmaceutical companies in relation to national and global health problems. He has previously held positions in the Association of the British Pharmaceutical Industry, the King’s Fund and the Audit Commission, and served as chairman of a Family Health Services Authority in the early 1990s. David is currently a trustee of the Patients Association, and a member of the Department of Health’s Medicines Management Advisory Group.
